RULES AND INFORMATION

Ocean Club Facilities

These facilities are for Ocean Club Owners and invited guests only.  If you suspect that someone is trespassing, call Ocean Club Security at extension 2525 or Wild Dunes Security at extension 2128.  If you notice any maintenance item that needs attention, call 886-2330 or the property manager at 886-8845.  Isle of Palms is a member of the country-wide 911 emergency service.

Maintenance and Use

Each Owner shall maintain and use his villa in such manner as not to create a fire hazard or damage to other owners or guests and so as to preserve the exterior appearance of his unit.  The balconies shall not be used for hanging garments or other objects.  No clothes lines can be strung up and no drying of laundry will be permitted outside the villa.  Throwing objects or cigarettes off the balconies or walkways is strictly prohibited.  Do not hang towels on balcony railings.
Annoyances

No occupant may play any musical instrument, phonograph, radio or television set in his villa on or about the Condominium property if the loudness shall in any manner disturb or annoy the other occupants.  No loud radios, stereos, or television shall be allowed on the balconies or pool area.
Owners are responsible for the conduct of their guests.  No running, yelling, playing, or jumping shall be allowed in the corridors or on the stairs.  Children are not allowed to play in the elevator.

Bicycles and skate boards are allowed in the building, garage, or parking area.  Locked storage is available under the building for each Villa Owner.  DO NOT leave bicycles outside villa entrance.

Carts

Please return luggage carts to the ground area.  Do not leave them unattended on the walkways or elevators.

Pool and Recreational Facilities

Use of the pool facilities must be in accordance with the posted rules.  Children must be accompanied by an adult.  Anyone utilizing the common areas for recreational purposes shall see that such areas are to be left in the same condition as they were before such use.

No inflatable boats are allowed in the pool.  Security has the discretion to monitor the number of floats in the pool.
The pool facility may be reserved in part by owner.  Call security at extension 2525 to place reservation.  All owners are asked to respect reservations.

Barbecue Grills

Are located in the pool are for owner/guest enjoyment.  No charcoal or gas grills are allowed on the balconies; however electric grills are permitted.  No grills are allowed in the corridor walkways.  Grills may be reserved only by owners for individual use (call ext. 2525).  Signs will be posted to notify others of reservations.  Please be considerate of your neighbors by respecting the reservation.  Please call security at extension 2525 if you would like to use the grills on an impromptu basis. 

Pets

Pets are not permitted in the pool area.  Only owners are allowed to keep pets.  There is a leash law on the Isle of Palms that is strictly enforced.  Animals are to be kept on a leash when outside the villa.  The owner must clean up after this pet, and no pets are allowed to run loose.  Excessive barking of a pet or other annoyance to the other Villa owners may cause for order by the association to forbid the keeping of that pet on the premises.  If you observe a violation please call security at extension 2525.
Garbage Disposal

Trash should be disposed of in the trash chute on each floor.  You are encouraged to use your villas garbage disposal for food stuffs.  Please bag all garbage in sealed trash bags.  Professional movers should take boxes with them.  No trash or cartoons should be left outside the chute.  We prefer that residential owners bring cartons and/or boxes to ground floor.  If assistance is needed, or you have any questions pertaining to trash removal, please call extension 2330.

Motor Vehicles and Trailers

Only automobiles shall be parked in the paved parking spaces provided.  Campers and boats are not allowed on the property.  Boats, campers and extra cars must be parked off the property.  No vehicles can be washed on the property.  Garage parking is limited to owners only.  Violators will be notified and towed.

Emergency Phones

Emergency phones are located in elevators and at the pool.  These are not convenience phones, but are for emergency use only.  Elevator phones are activated by pressing the small round button beneath the speaker.  An operator’s voice will answer.  You must continue to hold the button to maintain communication.  You should speak clearly and the operator will notify someone to assist you.

Alterations 

No alterations or additions to any of the common elements or limited common elements shall be made by any occupant without the prior written approval of the association.  Occupants shall undertake to do any item of painting, repair, maintenance to be provided by the Association under the By-laws unless in an emergency or pursuant to written approval of the Association.

All drapes used must have white backing.  Natural colored or white blinds, shades or shutters can be used.  No colored blinds, shades, shutters, or drapes can be used.
Fireworks

Shooting of fireworks in or around the building is expressly forbidden.  (Illegal in City of Isle of Palms).

Antennas

No radio or television antenna or any wiring for such purpose may be installed on the exterior of any building or upon the common elements without prior written consent of the association.

Turtles

The giant loggerhead turtle lays   its eggs on the beach during the months of June-September.  Unless they become disoriented by bright lights, the new hatchlings will instinctively move towards the ocean which is their only means of survival.  Try to keep balcony or beach-side lighting off when not in use.

Sand Dunes

Sand Dunes are one of our most beautiful natural and protective assets.  Please encourage your friends and guests to use designated boardwalks for beach access and dune preservation.  It is unlawful to pick sea-oats.  PLEASE DO NOT WALK ON THE DUNES.

Additional rules and regulations may be promulgated by the Association.  These rules and regulations shall be binding upon all owners and their guests.
